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1. Security Information and Notice Points

1.1 Text Tips Signal

If there is this signal before any passage, it means that operation
like this is wrong and will lead to big casualty or heavy damage
to the device.

The figure appearing before passage shows that it is not allowed to operate according
to the passage, or the potential risk will develop into big casualty and heavy damage
to the lift.

1.2 Safety Warning Signals

Please read Safety Signage carefully, understand and remember them.

Only trained person can operate and use the lift.

When install and move some big or heavy parts on the

car during the maintenance, bracket should be used to keep the car’s
balance.

Avoid pinch points.

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Step2. Installation of main and supplementary columns

Set up the two columns, mark with the marking pen according to the dimension of the

foundation, and fix the two columns with expansion anchor bolt as the following shows. (See
figure below)

Check to make sure that it is vertical between columns and ground, and the

installation dimension should be as follows. (See figure below)
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Step3. Fix the power unit to the main column.

Step4. Install the over beam.
Raise the carrage to the height about 36”, then drop it to the safe state to
make sure it will not fall again.

Step5. Installation of oil hose and chain

Please install oil pipeline and chain as the following picture shows.

Step6. Installation of bracket arms
Install four arms on two columns respectively with short arms at the same side of the
columns as the long arms are, and rock the arms to make sure they are installed properly.

Step7. Install the arm locking parts.

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Step8. Fill hydraulic oil.
Step9. Connect the power.

Connect the power according to the pictures on the nameplate. It is required to set a power
switch besides the lift, to cut off the power to maintain the equipment or cope with emergency.
Step10. Lubricate the slide rails inside the two columns.

Stepl11. Test the lift with empty load.
Check the tension in the chains and make sure the two columns are moving together.

Step12. Test the lift with heavy load.
Check whether the hydraulic system is working normally.
Don’t install the lift if the

foundation strength is not up to
the standard.

6. Operating Instruction

. Before driving the car to the lift, repeatedly raising and dropping arms to make

sure that security locking system is normal. Check all connecting parts, especially the
security parts. After checking all parts and being sure that there is no problem of the
lift, people can use the lift.

. Before using the lift, adjust the height of the four rubber pads to make all
supporting points in the same flat level, and separate the arms as open as possible so
that it’s easy for the vehicle to drive in, and it’s better to use the short bracket arms to
support the motor end.

. The center of lifting area should be the gravity center of the vehicle that needs
maintaining. When the car is raised to 100 mm high, stop and swing the car a little to
check whether lifting support is reasonable, and whether the lift is working normally,
if everything is normal, go on to use the lift.

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. When lift is rising, operator and other people should stand in the safety area.
When the vehicle is raised to the required height, press the locking button to lock the
lift, then the maintainer can start his work to repair the vehicle.

. Cut off the power when the maintainer is not in the working area to avoid any
accident caused by the wrong operations by non-operators.

. Remain clearance under the bracket arms when the lift is dropping, or the lift will
be damaged.

. Fill the oil tank of hydraulic cylinder with approximately 10 liters of N46
hydraulic oil, or diesel oil of No.8 in winter and No.11 in summer. Half a year
afterwards add hydraulic oil again.

. After pressing the down button the lift will rise a bit then drop.

. Cut off the power when repairing the vehicle and there is no operator or nobody
using the lift.
